CALENDAR THOUGHTS

1. CALENDAR PROGRAM WAS STARTED AT THE STATE LEVEL TO HELP FUND SCHOLARSHIPS FOR COLLEGE STUDENTS.

2. ELIGIBLE SENIORS MUST QUALIFY FOR THE STATE FINALS RODEO 

IN JUNE OF EACH YEAR TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR THE SCHOLARSHIP

3. ALL MEMBERS TO THE IHSRA MUST SELL THE REQUIRED 3 CALENDARS ($20.00 EACH) TO BE ELIGIBLE TO RODEO AT THE DISTRICT LEVEL.  THE STATE GETS THE $20.00 FOR THE FIRST 3 CALENDARS SOLD.  EACH MEMBER MY SELL MORE THAN THE REQUIRED AMOUNT.  $10.00 OF THE ADDITIONAL CALENDARS SOLD IS SENT TO THE STATE FOR THE SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM.  EACH DISTRICT WILL DETERMINE WHAT PORTION IF ANY OF THE REMAINING $10.00 GOES DIRECTLY TO THE IHSRA MEMBER FOR THE EXTRA SALES.

4. EACH IHSRA MEMBER ALONG WITH THE DISTRICT SECRETARY NEEDS TO MAKE SURE THAT THE TICKET STUB IS SENT TO THE CALENDAR COORDINATOR SO THE PURCHASER’S TICKET IS IN THE WEEKLY DRAWING.  THEY ARE ELIGIBLE TO WIN MORE THAN ONCE.

5. EACH DISTRICT SECRETARY NEEDS TO HAVE TURNED IN THEIR DISTRICT MEMBERSHIP COUNT TO THE CALENDAR COORDINATOR BY THE 1ST DAY OF MAY.  NO EXCEPTIONS.

6. ALL STATE SCHOLARSHIP CALENDAR SALES WILL NEED TO BE TURNED IN WITH THE CORRECT AMOUNT PAID TO THE STATE SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE NO LATER THAN JUNE 1.  ALL CALENDARS ARE ACCOUNTED FOR BY EITHER TURNING IN THE UNSOLD CALENDARS OR PAY FOR WHAT YOUR RECEIVED FROM THE CALENDAR COORDINATOR.
